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GEG Organizes Team Members and Interns to Visit the Thematic 
Exhibition of “Commemorating the 80th Anniversary of the Victory 

in the Chinese People’s War of Resistance Against Japanese 
Aggression and the World Anti-Fascist War” 

 
August 25, 2025 – Galaxy Entertainment Group (“GEG”) actively promotes 
understanding of national history and development among its team members and local 
youth through diverse measures.

Through the visit, participants embraced the spirit of “Remembering History, 
Honouring Martyrs, Cherishing Peace, and Forging the Future”, and gained a greater 
appreciation for the collective efforts of various sectors in Macau that contributed to 
the war, fostering a profound sense and bond of patriotic unity shared across the 
nation. 
 
A student from the Galaxy Integrated Resort Internship Program said, “The exhibition 
provided us with a more concrete understanding of the war’s details. It deepened our 
knowledge of the nation’s past, reminded us to cherish the hard-won peace, and 
highlighted the unity and resilience of our forefathers. As a younger generation, we 
are proud to be part of the nation and recognize the importance of cultural inheritance 
and the value of peace.” 
 
To commemorate the 80th Anniversary of the Victory in the Chinese People’s War of 
Resistance Against Japanese Aggression and the World Anti-Fascist War, GEG 
recently organized and supported a series of commemorative activities that engaged 
nearly 800 participants.
